Timberline Church believes that people matter to God.  Our Sunday 
morning contemporary worship celebrations take place in a casual 
atmosphere.

In about 1825 John Peoples and his wife built a general store in New Providence 
and lived above it.  They sold harnesses, groceries, and fabric.  They later added 
larger living quarters and a post office.  Meanwhile New Providence became a 
popular town, with a train station, two general stores, fish hatchery, a woolen mill, 
churches, blacksmith and cabinet shops, a hotel and a tavern. 
 

In 1986, Robert and Barbara Musser bought the venerable old building and began 
the long restoration process in hopes of one day opening a Bed and Breakfast.  The 
B & B officially opened June 2005.  In keeping with the historical features of the 
home there are two overnight suites: The Storekeepers’ Quarters and the Post 
Office Suite.  Both suites have private entrances, bathrooms, kitchens and bedroom 
areas.  Mussers’ B & B is a popular couple’s destination, but also welcomes 
families.  Delicious breakfasts featuring many homemade and local foods are 
served in spacious and tastefully decorated dining areas. Off-street parking, 
wireless Internet, and breakfast options such as vegan, vegetarian, and organic are 
some other amenities.   
 

The Storeroom/Library is a common area for guests and also a rentable area for 
outside groups.  This large area makes Mussers’ B & B a perfect location for family 
reunions, wedding parties, rehearsal dinners, office parties, small business 
meetings, artist/writer’s getaways and book club, quilting, knitting and scrap booking 
retreats. 
 

The best part of owning the B & B is our guests.  We enjoy children chasing 
butterflies and picking raspberries in our backyard, families roasting marshmallows 
for s’mores on the campfire, couples celebrating birthday and anniversary 
getaways, families reuniting and relaxing with one another, and all ages rolling out 
dough for homemade soft pretzels. 

 

        

                                        
Established in 1983, “Maple Croft Interiors” provides unique home furnishings from the 
former Maple Croft one room schoolhouse building. Pam and John Hults purchased the 
building, located on the corner of Rt. 222 and Penn Grant Road, in 1982 at a public sale. The 
building needed some extensive renovations, and Pam’s dad , Earl Rankin, was a building 
contractor in the southern Lancaster County area since the end of World War II and did a 
fantastic job of preparing the building to serve three purposes. Pam and John lived on the 
main floor and Maple Croft Interiors began in May of 1983 in the basement.  
 

Pam, and her mom, Ruth Rankin started Maple Croft with the simple idea of providing 
friendly service, reasonable prices, and unique items for any home. They continually 
expanded the products offered including both wooden and upholstered furniture.  
 

In 1985, Pam and John moved to a home in Lampeter, so Ruth and Pam expanded the shop 
to include the entire main floor. Many more product lines were added.  By the mid ’90’s it 
was evident that more room was needed and an addition was attached to the main building.  
 

Pam also was busy with her folk paper cuttings that she had been creating since 1979 when 
she participated in the Strasburg Craft Fair. By the mid 90’s Pam was participating in eight 
Folk Art shows per year, in addition to running Maple Croft and raising her two children. 
She also has a business relationship with “Primitives By Kathy” wholesale and designs her 
paper cuttings and many other unique items for distribution worldwide. 
 

In 2006, John decided to retire early from his management position. By  the end of 2008, 
John decided to become more involved with Maple Croft. In March of 2009, Pam and John 
opened the main floor as the “American Folk Art and Furniture Gallery” as part of the Shops 
of Maple Croft. All the products on the main floor are American made and originals, many 
by local artisans, including southern Lancaster County residents Larry Albright (pottery) and 
Karen Hurd (tin ware). The basement will continue to have imported and reproduction 
products. 
 

Pam, Ruth, and John are looking forward to continuing the Maple Croft tradition into 2010. 
They will be open every Thursday, Friday and Saturday from 10AM to 5PM, with the 
exception of being closed for the month of January.
